The Author/Poet
Based onwhat you have studied about thispoem so far, would you guessthat the author wasa Christianor a
humanist? How did you arriveat your decision?
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The name of the author for thispoem or lyricis|saac Watts (1674-1748). Hewasborn 17 July 1674, in
Southampton, England, and died 25 November 1748, in Stoke Newington, England. Heisburied at Bunhill
Fields Cemetery, London, England. Watt'shad an interesting father who wasimprisoned two times for his
religiousviews. Mr. Watts studied Greek and L atin but declined an offer for astandard university education
preferring to attend the Nonconformist Academy at Stoke Newington in 1690. When Mr. Wattswas 20-22
he stayed at home and wrote the mg ority of the hymnsfor Hymnsand Spiritual Songsthat werepublishedin
1707-1709. For six yearshewasthetutor Mr. John Hartopp’sson. Mr. Wattswasordained in 1702.

Interestingly, | saac Wattsisintimately connected with the American War of Independence. Inan attack upon
Springfield when the patriots wadding gave out, Rev. James Caldwell (of Huguenot descent) raninto a
Presbyterian church returning with hisarmsand pockets crammed full with Waits Psalmsand Hymns saying,
"Now, boys, givethem Watts!" The British offered large rewardsfor the capture of Rev. Caldwell, but to no
avall. Therefore, the British burned hischurch, shot hiswifewhile shewasin themidst of their ninechildren,
dragged her body into the street, and burned hishome and out buildings.

3) Radio Dramal With ahandheld taperecorder, createyour own radio show dramatizing the message of this
poem.

4) BeaReporter! Either withyour family camcorder or with ahandheld taperecorder, “interview” various
individualsthispoem couldillustrate (e.g., family members, ministers, Oliver Cromwell, Alfred the Grest,
Charlemagne, Moses, pilgrims/settlers, [aborers, farmers, mechanics, etc.). Inorder to havethefast paced
styleof areporter, watch and/or listen to the newswith your parents permission. Keeptheinterviewslively,
quick, and to the point.

Remain objective! Being objective meansjust reporting thefactsand not giving your opinion of thesituation.
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5) What isoneof thethingsyou most enjoy? Isit literature? math? science? sports? cooking? Takethat area
of interest and relate that to thispoem. If you enjoy dance, for example, develop adanceroutinethat physicaly
expressesthe sentimentsof thispoem. If you enjoy shop, create something out of wood that hel psto clarify
thispoem. Do you enjoy creating stories? Write astory based on any time period you desirethat expresses
the sentimentsof thispoem. Do you enjoy creating thingsinthekitchen? Makean ancient med fromthistime
or develop your own meal that symbolizesthe many different pointsthispoem makes.

6) Poster. Create aposter illustrating thethe author’sview of theimpact of Let All The Earth Their Voices
Raise.

7) Scavenger Hunt. Gotothelibrary tolearn what you can about | saac Watts (1674-1748) and shareit with
your family. If possible, discover the story behind thispoem.
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
